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Research Assistant Process

Research projects provide students at RUSVM the opportunity to gain an appreciation of and exposure to research in veterinary medicine. A PI and an eligible student may apply for a Research Assistant (RA) position. This is a recognized position in research at RUSVM. Potential benefits to the student include gaining research experience, presenting his/her RA activities at an appropriate forum (e.g. Research Highlights Seminar, RUSVM club meetings or, co-presenting scientific findings at a meeting/conference) and/or co-authoring in a peer reviewed publication.
Minimum eligibility requirements: 

1. Identification of a suitable research project.
2. Identification of a suitable mentor (a currently employed full-time faculty member with a currently approved research project).

3. Completion of 1st semester.

4. Minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0.

5. Sufficient time in the specific semester.
RA Application:

1. Applications may be used by the PI to select and evaluate RA candidates.
2. Applications are submitted with the Agreement form (deposit hard copy to the Research Mailbox).
RA Agreement:

1. Agreements are filled out by the PIs, setting forth a plan of research, duties and responsibilities and potential benefits to the student.
2. Agreements must be signed by the PI and student and submitted in electronic and hard copy format (deposit hard copy to the Research Mailbox) by Friday of the first week of the semester. 
3. The RA agreement is reviewed by the RC, approval and a stipend of 25 hours ($ 14.50/hr. USD) is awarded. One stipend per student per time period (e.g. per semester or semester break) can be applied for and awarded.  

4. RAs may present results at a Research Highlights Seminar or similar forum. 
RA Activity Sheets:
1. Completed activity sheets signed by the RA and PI together with an expense report signed by the student are dropped in the Research Mailbox. These are approved by the Associate Dean for Research and submitted to accounting for payment.
